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Over the last ten years switched mode power amplifiers, very often called Digital Power Amplifiers, has become the
technology of choice in all of the global audio industry. The high efficiency and compact design inherent in the digital
power amplifier technology has inspired many to design new and interesting products in existing and new market
areas. Everything from the ever expanding portable cell phone / media player market in the milli-watt range to the most
powerful public address systems at thousands of watts is covered by digital amplification technology.

This conference will present an overview of the current state-of-the-art in a broad perspective and address many of the
new scientific disciplines involved in this still growing field. Digital Power Amplification is in many ways a combination
of mixing otherwise complementary scientific fields as power electronics, signal processing, DSP, advanced analogue
design, EMC and more. The objective of the conference is to address this complex and challenging area of disciplines.
