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Workshop proposal for the New York convention October 2011:
Lipsync: Activities are underway within SMPTE on a user requirements document. Lipsync measurements are being developed, using a fingerprint method for the whole broadcasting chain. Tests have been made by CBC and are planned at PBS. Miranda and other manufacturers are working on products. A Draft on measurement methods will be issued. IEC also have activities in this area. A new joint task force EBU/SMPTE for time and sync is close to standardisation. This is supported by SONY and Panasonic and others. 
Kimio Hamasaki NHK will arrange and chair this workshop.

Workshop proposals for the next European convention in the spring of 2012:

Loudness: Real implementations with ITU standards and the new EBU standards are now underway. The workshop should concentrate on experiences from users of the new standards and measurement methods.  
Florian Camerer ORF is proposed to arrange and chair this workshop 
BWF:  The new version 2  of  Broadcast Wave Format, issued by EBU EC-A project, includes additions for carrying loudness metadata. AES SC-02-08 is also working on this new standard. Consumer manufacturers are interested for loudness control in the home environment. The metadata part in BWF could be utilised in these developments.

Applications and roll out by users of BWF version 2 should be reported and discussed. 
Lars Jonsson SR will arrange and chair this workshop.

Upmix / downmix methods for parallel transmission of stereo and 5.1 were discussed. This could be a possible issue for another workshop.
