Surround sound recording and reproduction with height. Chair: Kimio Hamasaki, NHK. (To be enhanced and developed as a detailed feature of the Swedish conference.)

Quality limitation of multichannel audio due to dynamic range control and bit rate reduction. Chair: Christian Hugonnet.
